AESCA follows the Texas Workforce Commission and the federal Return to Title IV refund policy. Both
policies are detailed inthe AESCA school catalog. The calculation concerning federal financial aid is
separate and distinct from the institutional refund policy. As a result of the federal calculation required

by federal regulation, you may owe additional funds to the institutionto cover tuition and charges
previously paid by unearned federal financial aid prior to your withdrawal.

If you plan to withdraw from school, please contact the Student Finance and Business Offices to
determine the amount of funds, if any, which must beeturned to the federal student aid programs on
your behalf.

TWC Refund Policy

The cancellation and refund policies of all schools must comply with the minimum cancellation and

A full refund will be made to any student who cancels the enrollment contract within 72 hours (until
midnight of the third day excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays) after the enroliment contract

REFUND POLICY

1. Refund computations will be based on scheduled course time of classes through the last documented

day of an academically related activity. Leaves of absence, suspensions and school holidays wilbeot
counted as part of the scheduledlasses.

2. The effective date of termination for refund purposes will be the earliest of thellowing:

(a) the date of termination, if the student is terminated by thechool;

(b) the date of receipt of written notice from thestudent;or

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3. If tuition and fees are collected in advance of entrance, and if after expiration of the2 hour
cancellation privilege the student does not enter school, not more than $100 in nonrefundable
administrative fees shall be retained by the school for the entire residence program or synchronous
distance education course

4. If a student enters a residence or synchronous distance education program and withdraws or is
otherwise terminated, the school or college may retain not more than $100 in nonrefundable
administrative fees for the entire program. The minimum refund of the remaining tuition and fees will
be the pro rata portion of tuition, fees, and other charges that the number of hours remaining the
portion of the course or program for which the student has been charged after the effective date of
termination bears to the total number of hours in the portion of the course or program for which the
student has been charged, except that a student maot collect a refund if the student has completed 75
percent or more of the total number of hours in the portion of the program for which the studenhas
been charged on the effective date of termination. More simply, the refund is based on the precise
number of clock hours the student has paid for, but not yet used, at the point of termination, up to the
75% completion mark, after which no refund is due. Form PS-1040R-NA provides the precise
calculation.

5. Refunds for items of extra expense to the studensuch as books, tools, or other supplies should be
handled separately from refund of tuition and other academic fees. The student will not be required to
purchase instructional supplies, books and tools until such time as these materials are required. Once
these materials are purchased, no refund will be made. For full refunds, the school can witidh costs
for these types of items from the refund as long as they were necessary for the portion of the program
attended and separately stated in the enrollmentagreement. Ay such items not required for the
portion of the program attended must be included in theefund.

(c) if the student's enrollment was procured as a result of any misrepresentation in advertising,
promotional materials of the school,or representations by the owner or representativesof the school.

A full or partial refund may also be due in oth@ircumstances of program deficiencies or violations of
requirements for career schools and colleges.
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8.REFUND POLICY FOR STUDENTS CALLED TO ACTIVE MILSEARNCE.

A student of the school orcollege who withdraws from the school or college as a result of the student

being called to active duty in a military service of the United States or the Texas National Guard may

elect one of the following options for each program in which the student isneolled:

(a) if tuition and fees are collected in advance of the withdrawal, a pro rata refund of any tuition, fees, or
other charges paid by the student for the program and a cancellation of any unpaid tuition, fees, or
other charges owed by the student fothe portion of the program the student does not complete
following withdrawal;

(b) a grade of incomplete with the designation "withdrawn-military" for the courses in the program,
other than courses for which the student has previously received a grade on tlstudent's transcript,
and the right to re-enroll in the program, or a substantially equivalent program if that program is no
longer available, not later than the first anniversary of the date the student is discharged from active
military duty without pay ment of additional tuition, fees, or other charges for the program other than
any previously unpaid balanceof the original tuition, fees,and chargesfor books for the program; or

(c) the assignment of an appropriate final grade or credit for the courses imé program, but only if the
instructor or instructors of the program determine that the studenthas:

(1) satisfactorily completedat least90 percentof the required coursework for the program; and

(2) demonstrated sufficient mastery of the program material to receive credit for completing the
program.

9. The payment of refunds will be totally completed such that the refund instrument has been
negotiated or credited into the proper account(s) within 60 days after the ffective date oftermination.

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Refund Policy Relating to Return to Title IV Funds - R2T4

A Federal law specifies how AESCA must determine the amount of Title IV Program (financial
aid) assistance the student has earned when thewstent withdraws or is terminated. The
Title IV Programs covered by this law are: Federal Pell Grants, Federal Supplemental
EducationalOpportunity Grant,FederalDirect StudentLoansand FederalDirect PLUSoans.

A A specific formula is used to determinghe amount of Title IV Program assistance earned,
when a student withdraws or is terminated during a period of enroliment. (An example is
provided below.) If less assistance was received than earned, you may be able to receive
those additional funds. If ya received more assistance than earned, the excess funds must
be returned by the School and/owyou.

Example Calculation:

Denominator: clock hours scheduled to be completed in the Payment Period of enrollment
[f a student completes 100 clock hours of the 309 clock hour Payment Period = 100/309= .3236 %
Aid disbursed of $5,000 x .3226 = $1.,618 of Title IV carned

- $1,618 = $3,382 refund to Title IV funds

R AESCA is required to determine the amount of Title IV funds that must be refunded based
upon the percentage of the payment period completed prior tavithdrawing. Title IV funds
must be returned to the program basedupon a tuition refund or if the student received an
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overpayment based upon costs not incurred but for which Title IV was received. These
refunds must be made within forty-five (45) of the determination of the date AESCA
determines the student withdrew or 14 days after the students last day of attendance. Title
IV funds are returned in the following order:

1. Unsubsidized Direct Stafford loans (other than PLU8ans).
2.Subsidized Direct Staffordoans.
3. Federal Perkindoans.
4. Federal PLU30ans.
5. Direct PLUSoans.
6.Federal Pell Grants for which a return of funds i®quired.
7.Academic Competitiveness Grants for which a return of fundsrisquired.
8. National Smart Grants for which a return of funds isequired.
9. Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grants (FSEOG) for which a return of
funds isrequired.
10. Federal TeachGrants for which a Return igequired.

A If a student does not receive all of the funds earned, they may be due a post-withdrawal
disbursement. If the post-withdrawal disbursement includes loan funds, AESCA must get the
OOOAAT 060 DPAOI E O Odnt The studesiimayichoAsE © Aedlinedsdne or all of
the loan funds, to avoid incurring additional debt. AESCA may automatically use all of a
portion of your post-withdrawal disbursement of grant funds for tuition and fees. AESCA

A Some Title IV inds that are scheduled cannot be disbursed after a student withdraws. A
first-time, first-year undergraduate student who has not completed 30 days of a Program
before withdrawal, will not receive any loan funds that they would have received had they
remained enrolled past the 30 day.

The student must make arrangements with
AESCA or the Department of Education to return the unearned gramnds.

A The requirements for Title IV Program funds are separate from the above outlined AESCA
refund policies. Therefore, the student maystill owe funds to AESCA to cover unpaid
institutional charges. AESCA may also charge for any Title IV Program funds that the School
was required toreturn.

Student Withdrawal Process

Students deciding to withdraw from AESCA must notify the Registrar iwriting as outlined below.

Types of Federal Financial Aid Programs

Grants

Federal Pell Grant

The Pell grant is grant assistance which does not have to be repaid. Pell is awarded to students who
have demonstrated financial need as determined by the U.S. Department of Education dtmals.
Annually, the U.S. Department of education determines student eligibilifpr this grant. For the 201617
award year the minimum grant is $590and the maximum grant is$5,815.

Federal Supplemental Education Opportunity Grant (FSEOG)

The FSEOG pragm is a program that provides grant assistance which does not have to be repaid.
FSEOG is awarded to students who demonstrate exceptional financial need as determined by the U.S.

Employment
Federal WorkStudy

Federal Work-Study offers students the opportunity to assist themselves with a portion of expenses by
working part-time, on or off campus, for at least rmimum wage. Federal Work Study funds are limited
and so the number of assignments that are available are limited as well. Priority is given to students
with the greatest financial need who are qualified for the job assignments available. Please see the
Sudent Finance Office for availability of funds angbarticipation.

Loans

Subsidized Federal Direct Loans
Direct Subsidized Loans are awarded on the basis of financial need. The Auguste Escoffier School of
Culinary Arts will determine eligibility for the Direct Subsidized Loan program based on the results from
your FAFSA. The maximum annual loan amount for the first academic year is $3,500, less origination and
other fees (if applicable). Awards will change uporligibility and program. The federal government pays
the interest for you during in-school (at least half time attendance), in-grace, and deferment periods.
Interest does not accrue until the student enters repayment six (6) months after leaving schomi dropping
below a half-time enroliment status. The minimum repayment amount is $50 per month; however, Direct
Subsidized Loans provide many flexible repayment plans as outlined in the loan counseling materials
located in the Student Finance Office. Paynts are based on the repayment plan selected by the student.

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Unsubsidized Federal Direct Loan

If you do not qualify for a full or partial Direct Subsidized Loan based on your financial need, you may
qualify for a Direct Unsubsidized Loan. This loan is not based on need, however, the federal government
does not pay the interest on the Direct Unsubdized Loan(s) while you are in school or have loans in a
deferred status. Student loan borrowers are eligible for all interest that accrues on the loan while
enrolled, during your grace period, and any deferment periods. You may elect to make interest
payments while in school to avoid the capitalization of interest and lower the overall repayment debt.
Loan repayment begins six (6) months after leaving school or dropping below a half-time enrollment
status. Independent students can borrow up to $9,500 (Sulabzed and Unsubsidized combined) for the
first academic year. Dependent students can borrow up to $5,500 (Subsidized and Unsubsidized
combined) for the first academic year. The minimum repayment amount is $50 per month; however,
Direct Subsidized Loans povide many flexible repayment plans as outlined in the loan counseling
materials located in the Student Finance Office . Payments are based on the repayment plan selected by
the student. See the charts below for interest rateformation.

Consolidation

Borrowers with other outstanding loans may be eligible to consolidate eligible loans into one
consolidated payment. Refer to your Loan Entrance counseling brochure and information for
additional details.

A student may be choseffor the verification process of the information submitted on the FAFSA by the

U.S. Department of Education or the school. A student may be selected by the U.S. Department of
Education’s Central Processor (CPS) following procedures established by federal regulation. If, during

the application process, the file is selected for “verification” by the U.S. Department of Education, the
student and their family must submit all documents required to validate the information listed on the
FAFSA application. AESCA may also select the information submitted for verification. The Student
Finance Office will inform the student of the requirement for verification.

The type and amount of assistance in your financial aid package.

Criteria for Selection

A person must be enrolled as aegular studentin an eligible program in order to receive Federal Student
Assistance funds. A regular student isomeone who is enrolled or accepted for enrollment in an eligible
institution for the purpose of obtaining a degree or certificate offered by the school.

How financial need is determined

Students must apply for federal aid by completing the current awargear FAFSA. The Student Finance
Office will review the results of the FAFSA and determine your "need" and eligibility for various federal
programs. The student may accept or decline all, or a portion, of the aid eligibility.
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The amount of financial need that has been or will be met

The Student Finance Office will attempt to package full eligibility based on the student's need athe
academic year clock hours of the program enrolled. Your right as a student is to accept, decline or
reduce any portion of the aid packaged. Students should always schedule a follow up appointment with
the Student Finance Office for personal review and explanation of awardfered.

Federal Aid

Federal Aic is distributed to students who complete the Free Application for Federal Student Ai
(FAFSA) and meet the eligibility criteria as further described within the application instructions.
Students should visit www.FAFSA.ed.gov or the Student Finance Oftice for an application.

The Federal Loan programs provide funds to undergraduate and graduate students to assist them in
meeting their educational expenses. To qualify for Federal Loan program funds, the student must meet
the eligibility requirements for Federal Student Aid as well as the loan program specific terms and
conditions specified below:

Direct Loans (DL)
